DISTRICT 60 PUBLICIST OF THE YEAR

Purpose:

This award recognizes publicity efforts by Toastmasters throughout the year.  It's awarded to a 

member who, during the TM year from July 1, to June 30, does the best job of promoting Toastmasters through a variety of media.

Eligibility:

Any Toastmaster may nominate a District 60 member as Publicist of the Year.  Members may

submit applications for this award on their own behalf.  As part of the submission, for example, 

copies of media releases, published articles or details of TV or radio spots, copies of club

newsletters, details of municipal proclamations of October as "Toastmasters Month", etc. might be 

included.  The award will be administered by the Public Relations Officer and all submissions 

should be directed to this officer.

Eligibility Criteria:

Any article, collection of articles or summaries of electronic media interviews/publicity (radio, TV, 

Internet) or other publicity efforts (bulletin board postings, participation in community events, 

newsletters) that have the most impact on the Toastmasters program will be considered for the 

award.  If possible, the Toastmaster should submit evidence of what kind of success/response (i.e. 

follow up calls, letters, emails, etc.) resulted from the publicity efforts.  This is an important 

yardstick by which to measure the winner if several submissions are received.  Other criteria will

include the impact of the media used, such as its circulation or media audience and its ability to 

attract new Toastmasters.

Members of the outgoing District Executive are not eligible for this award.

Selection Process:

The recipient of the Publicist of the Year award will be selected by a committee of the Public 

Relations Officer, Spirit of 60 Newsletter Editor, and three other members of the Public Relations 

Team (who are not part of the District Executive).  The recipient will be selected and the name

forwarded to the incoming District Governor.  This award will be presented at the Fall Conference.

Submit Nominations by July 31, to the current District Public Relations Officer.
